ub: - CLARIFICATION REGARDING APPLICABILITY OF
NEW EMISSION NORMS.
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With reference to the applicability of BS-III and BS-IV norms for

different categories of motor vehicles w.ef 01.04.2010 some confusion was

prevailing in respect of certain cases as under:

1) The vehicles already registered in other states and t;rought to Delhi on

NOC for re-registration.

2) Temporary registration in respect of New vehicles having lower
emission norms sold in Delhi to other states” customers.
3) Inclusion of supplementary stock list of vehicles manufactures prior to

315 March "201.‘0; but not provided earlier by the dealer of the

&(\} N manufacturer for the purpose of registration in Delhi.
&
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In respect of above, a clarification was sought from Ministry of Road
Transport and Highways vide letter No. MLO/HQ/Tpt/2010/E-IV/26433  dated
13.08.2010. The Clarification has been received from MoRTH vide letter dated
30.08.2010. In the light of the clarification received , the directions are issued as
under:

1) The new emission norms do not apply to in-use vehicles. As such

emission norms should not be taken into account while considering |
the cases of inter-state transfer of motor vehicles, however extreme
care needs to be taken to ensure that the vehicles complying with
Jlower emission norms are not dumped in Delhi in the name of inter- \
state transfer. It is therefore decided that a vehicle, which is regiétered
in the name of individuals shifting to Delhi on traﬁnsfer or otherwise

and is brought on NOC from other states, ?ﬁay be allowed to, be re-

furnishing the proof of transfer/shifting to Delhi or on submission of
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an affidavit to the effect. If such vehicles is also sought to be

simultaneously transferred in the name of a family member, then the
matter should be put-up for obtaining specific approval of Spl.
Commissioner of Transport.

Temporary registration is allowed for vehicles having lower emission
norms sold to the customers of out-side, state. However the new
emission norms prevalent at the destined location must be explained to
the owner by the registering authority. '

The automobiles manufacturers/dealers have already been given an
opportunity to declare the vehicles in their stock, manufactured prior
to 1%#Aprif;2010 and complying with BS-III emission norms. As such,

the request for supplementary stock list of such vehicles will not be

entertained.

This issues with the prior approval of the Competent thority.
