All India Lokayukta and Up-Lokayukta Conference, 2010 was held at Vidhan Sabha Bhawan, Bhopal (M.P.) on 10.10.2010 at 10.00 A.M. under the Chairmanship of Hon'ble Mr. Justice P.P. Naolekar, Lokayukt,  Madhya Pradesh.  The following Lokayuktas and Up-Lokayuktas were present:-

In the Conference, the recommendations made in Fourth Report on Ethics in Governance of the Second Administrative Reform Commission's relating to the institution of Lokayuktas were considered.  In the said report, inter-alia the following recommendations have been made :-

(i)
Firstly, that the Lokayukta should be a multi-member body.

(ii)
Secondly, that the jurisdiction of the Lokayukta would extend to only cases involving corruption.  They should not look into general public grievances.

(iii)
Thirdly, that the Lokayukta should deal with cases of corruption against Ministers and MLAs only.


All the members are of the view that the above recommendations would have the effect of substantially changing the character of the institurion of Lokayukta as conceived by ther Assistant Administrative Reforms Commission and expressed in its interim report.  These recommendations are not condusive for the effective working of the institution of Lokayukta for achieving its aim and objective.  The same thus requires reconsideration. 

3.
All the Lokayuktas and Up-Lokayuktas also considered the proposed Model Lokayukta and Up-Lokayukta Bill 2005 and after deliberating on the different provisions in the proposed draft Model Bill, they expressed that draft requires certain improvements and modifications and for that purpose a three member committee be constituted.

4.
Accordingly, the All India Conference of Lokayukta and Up-Lokayukta unanimously adopted the following two resolutions :-

Resolution 1

It is unanimously resolved that the recommendations contained in the Fourth Report on Ethics in Governance of Second Administrative Reform Commission referred in Para 2(i), (ii) and (iii) were not conducive to the efficient working of the Institution of the Lokayukta for achieving its aims and objectives and require reconsideration.  The above be communicated to the Chairman, Second Administrative Reforms Commission.  It is further resolved that the reasons for the objections shall be submitted by the members within ten days to enable the committee constituted under Resolution 2, to frame the reasoned objections for communication to the Central Government.
Resolution 2


It is unanimously resolved that the proposed Lokayukt and Up-Lokayukt Draft Bill 2005 be considered by a three member committee of Lokayukts and Up-Lokayukts and a final draft for submission to the Government be prepared by it.  The committee shall consist of following :-
