[image: image2.jpg]2) Temporary registration is required to be done by the register@ng
authorities only to allow a person to take the vehicle to the destination
of his choice. Since, the vehicle is not intended to be registered in ,
Delhi. compliance of Bharat Stage-IV emission norms need not be
insisted upon. However, the applicability of mass emission norms in
various parts of the country must be explained to the owner by the
registering authority. It may incidentally be mentioned that w.e.f 1%
October, 2010. Bharat Stage-1Il emission norms would become
applicable in respect of four wheeled vehicles in the rest of the country
(except NCR and 12 other mega cities where BS-IV emission norms
have already been enforced).

3)  The automobiles manufacturers/dealers have already been given an
opportunity to declare the vehicles in their stock, manufactured prior to
1* April, 2010 and complying with BS-IIT emission norms. As such. the
request for supplementary stock list of such vehicles may not be
entertained.

The Government of NCT of Delhi may also keep in view judicial \
pronouncements made by Hon’ble Courts and other statutory authorities in the .
above matter from time to time, if any. '
