SELECTION TRIALS FOR PARTICIPATION OF DELHI BADMINTON, PARA-
BADMINTON AND TABLE TENNIS TEAMS IN INTERNATIONAL TOURNAMENT

The Tokyo Metropolitan Government. The Tokyo Sport Benefits Corporation, The Tokyo
Badminton Association and The Tokyo Table Tennis Federation will be hosting the “Asia
Junior Sports Exchange Games 2016™ to be held from the 23" August to 29" August 2016 in
Tokyo.

This Government intends to nominate its Badminton, Para-Badminton and Table Tennis
teams for participation in these tournaments.

Badminton & Table Tennis (Non-Disabled teams) :-

The city team will consist of 06 players in each game (03 boys and 03 girls). The player
should be Under-16 years old (born after January, 2001). Certificate and medals will be
awarded to the winner, the runner up and 3" place holder.

Para-Badminton (Disabled category):

The city team will consist of 3 players (1 male and 2 female). The player should be 23
vrs old or under as on 29.8.2016. The event in the male category will be Wheelchair (Class
WHI1 or WH2). The event in the female category will be standing (Class SU 5 or SL 4).

There shall be no relaxation in prescribed age under any circumstances.

Each player shall assume all responsibilities for accident and health insurance as well as
civil liability. The insurance must have coverage that includes Japan. This government shall
not be responsible of liability of accident, illness, injury and death of any participant.

Tokyo Metropolitan Governments shall bear:-

1. Round trip economy class air tickets between the International Airport of New Delhi
and Narita or Haneda Airport.

2. Expenses for a 6 nights/7 days stay at an accommodation which it will designate. The
costs of all food and drinks not included in the breakfasts, lunches and dinners etc.
provided by them shall be borne by the player.

3. Local transportation expenses in Japan for the matches will be provided by them. All
travel expenses for personal travel not included in the tournament scheduled shall be
the responsibility for each participating player.

All other expenses shall be borne by the respective participating individual player.

Accordingly, the entries are invited from the desired players who fulfil the above criteria
for participating in selection trials. The participating player for selection trial should be a
bonafide resident of Delhi at least for three continuous years as on the date of trial. The
entries are to be submitted, strictly in prescribed entry form, along with supporting documents
mentioned in the check list. The entry may be deposited at Chhatrasal stadium, Model Town
during office hours on 16" June, 2016.



The list of successful candidates for preliminary trials in respect of Table Tennis shall
be displayed on the notice board of Chhatrasal Stadium on 17.6.2016 at 5.30 p.m. The
preliminary selections trials for Table Tennis shall take place on 20.6.2016 from 10.00 A.M.
onwards.

The list of successful candidates for preliminary trials in respect of Badminton and
Para-Badminton category shall be displayed on the notice board of Chhatrasal Stadium on
21.6.2016 at 5.30 p.m.

The preliminary selections trials for Badminton and Para-Badminton shall take place
on 25.6.2016 from 10.00 A.M. onwards.

The players shall bring their own playing equipment and will participate in proper playing
kit at their own risk. The Badminton, Para Badminton as well as Table Tennis trials shall be
organised on wooden courts. The shuttle cocks and TT balls shall be provided by this
department. Strict discipline shall be maintained during the trials. Indiscipline of any sort
shall not be acceptable.

The Directorate of Education reserves the right of final selection of the teams and its
decision shall be final. In case of any dispute, the decision of the Directorate of Education

would be final. .
