No.F.119/PCO/STA/2009/378 In partial modification of earlier notification in this behalf and exercise of the powers conferred by clause (i) of Sub-section (1) of Section 67 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 (59 of 1988), the Lieutenant Governor of the National Capital Territory of Delhi, having regard to clause (d) of the said sub-section (1) hereby issues the following directions to the State Transport Authority of Delhi, namely:-

From the date of publication of the notification in the Official Gazette, the fares chargeable by the operators of stage carriages buses in the National Capital Territory of Delhi, shall be as follows :-

(a)
Ordinary Stage Carriage Buses:

In case of private stage carriage (blue line) buses, the above fares will be chargeable subject to the following conditions:

(i) Payment of Composite Fee @ Rs.10,000/- per month/per bus by the private stage carriage (blue line) buses and Rs.2,400/- per month/per bus by RTVs/light and medium passenger motor vehicles to DTC for use of passenger facilities.

(ii) Honouring the concessional passes issued by Delhi Transport Corporation to disabled persons, freedom fighters, war-widows and their dependents.

By virtue of clause (i) of sub-rule (2) of rule 75 of the Delhi Motor Vehicles Rules, 1993, and the position of existing bus queue shelters (Bus Stands) and different road condition such as, cross sections, traffic lights, flyovers, sub-ways, important building, security reasons and other related issues, it would not be feasible for the crew of the stage carriage to take up or get down passengers exactly in terms of fare and distance combination as stipulated in Para 1(a), 1(b) and 1(c) above, therefore, the crew of the stage carriages and the permit holder shall ensure that the provisions of rule 58 of Delhi Motor Vehicles Rules, 1993, shall be made applicable to implement the fare distance combination as referred above in Para 1(a), 1(b) and 1(c). In other words, all the stage carriages (owned by the DTC, DMRC and Private Operators) shall, henceforth, charge fares on the basis of fare stages of route, as approved by the State Transport Authority.

(3)
The route plan and the fare table as referred in rule 58 of the Delhi Motor Vehicle Rules, 1993, shall be carried by the stage carriages and the fare table shall be displayed permanently inside stage carriages near entrance and exit gate.  The fare table shall be painted on a plain surface in neat and clean manner.
