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ORDER

Department has been examining applications from stage carriage operators for (a) route change and (b) transfer of permit in the usual course.


An issue has been raised as to whether applications for route change as well as transfer can be considered simultaneously or within a certain period of filing of either of the two types of applications mentioned above. It is apprehended that certain operators have purchased stage carriage buses on GPA or after part payment, but the application for transfer of permit is yet to be filed as the purchasing operators intend to get the route changed before applying for transfer.  This has an implication with regard to illegal trading of permits.   

Apart from provisions of Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 and the rules made there under dealing with transfer of permit, attention of stage carriage operators is also drawn to Supreme Court ruling regarding permit transfer. The Hon’ble Court had in CWP No.13029/1985 vide order dated 16.12.1997 inter alia ordered that “The grantee of a permit cannot (without express prior permission) under the provisions of the Motor Vehicles Act either transfer his permit or to allow some other person to operate a vehicle on this permit. Any such use of permits – which really constitutes a trading in permits – is a patent violation of the Motor Vehicle Act and the Rules and would render the permit liable to cancellation apart from other legal consequences.”  
The Competent Authority is pleased to order that there shall be a minimum period of 1 year between the date of change of route on request and transfer of permit on request or vice versa to curb such practices.
