the time. Right from the 1951-52, first General Elections to the last election 

conducted in the year 2015, every aspect of electioneering like 
preparations for election, voter education, polling, counting, display of 
results etc. has been showcased. Further, glimpses of various SVEEP 

activities have also been highlighted in this gallery section. It also covers 
all the stages of elections and it's connections with the voters in today's 

time. 

Electoral Management Section :- 	This section showcase electoral 
roll of Delhi as old as 1923, various government orders and circulars prior 

to Independence. This section consists of information regarding every 
aspect of election procedure. Right from the registration as elector to the 
counting of result and return of elections has been displayed. Elections of 

President, Vice-President and Rajya Sabha is also detailed. Each Stage 
of election process has been described in lucid details. The use of 
indelible ink is highlighted through exhibits which suggests that this is 

now being used in more than 25 countries in the world.
