The National Food Security Act, 20013 (NFSA), 2013 provides for food and nutritional
security by ensuring access 1o adequate quantity of quality food at affordable prices to peaple to
live o life with dignity. NFSA, 2013 inter alin provides for coverage of Up 1o 75% of the rural
population and up to 50% of the urban population ot all India level under TPDS, As per NFSA,
2013, Public Distribution System is operated under the joint responsibility of the Central and the
Stule Governments. The Central Government, through Food Corporation of India (FCI1), has the
responsibility for procurement, storage, transportation and bulk sllocation of food grains to the
State Governments, The  operational lE‘I-]]ﬂﬂS!h]lll}' including allocation within  State,
identification of cligible households, ensuring actual delivery or supply of the food grains to the
entitled persons ol the specified prices rest with the State Governments. The Priority Households
(PHH) in Delhi are presently entitled to receive food grains @) § kg per person per month (4K g,
of Wheat snd | Kg, of Rice) af the issue prices of Rs. 3.00 per kg for Rice and Rs. 2.00 per kg
tor Wheat respectively. The Amtyodaya Anna Yojanu (AAY) houscholds receive 35 kg of food
grains per household per month at the same subsidized price. They also gel one kg sugar per
household per month at Rs, 13.5 per kg, sdditionally,

ln wrder te manage the supply chain operations which invelve lifting of commodities from
FCL godowns (o the Fair Price Shops, the Department avails the services of Delhi State Civil
Supplies Corporation Lid. (DSCSC), which is a whaolly L-w:mmunl. owned organization
assuciated with the Food and Civil Supplics Department, GNCTR, DSCSC is responsible for
transportation of Wheal and Rice from six FCI (Food Corporation of India) godowns and Sugar
from two State owned godowns to Fair Price Shops (FP'S) spread a¢ross Delhi. The distribution
of commadities o TPDS beneficiaries in Delhi is currently managed by 8 network of more than
2,004 licensed Fair Price Shops appointed by the Department in ling with the puidelines of
Targeted Public Distibution System (TPDS), ‘[
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2. Home Delivery of Ration under Targeted Public Distribation System

With an aim to reform the Targeted Public Distribution System (PDS) in Delhi and to ensure that
the targeted beneficiaries receive their maonthly ration in & transparent maner with maximum
case, the Govermment of NCT of Delhi has planned to rollout a new scheme - ‘Mukhya Mantri
Ghar-Ghar Ration Yojoa® slso referred to as ‘MMGGRY" vide Cabinet Decision Nos, 2561
dated 06032018, 2857 dated 21.07.2020 &. 2878 dated 09.102020, The new scheme is
designed 1o ensure that the entitled quantity of quality food st affordable prices is being
distributed ol the doorstep of genuine beneficiary. The scheme involves distribution of packnged
Whewt Flour Atn (WFA) instead of Wheat, Also, the Rice will also be cleaned and packaged
before distribution to the beneliciaries.

3. qu:.murl-: for Doorstep Delivery of Rution

As per new scheme i.e. Mukhya Mantrd Ghur Ghar Ration Yojna, food grains will be lified
fram FCT podown by the Millers empanelled by DSCSC through tendering process and transpored
to the milling units, where Wheat will be converted into Whest Flour (Chakki) Atta (WFA) and
packed in puckets of difTerent weights as per requirement. Similurly, Rice will be lifted from FCI
godown to Rice Processing Units where it will be cleaned and packed in packels of different
weights 4s per requirement. These packed items will be delivered to designuied FPSs by the Miller
which will be further delivered to the doorstep of beneficiaries, Distribution of pickaged items
(Wheat Flour Atta & Rice) will be done only afier successful biometric authentication using &-PoS
devices. The cost of subsidized food grains and a specified amount as milling/conversion charpes
will be collected from the beneficianes,

The Scheme will be optional, and an aption shall be taken from the beneficiaries of existing
TPDS scheme in Delld, as 1o whether they want 1o enrol under MMUOGGRY or continue under
existing TPDS, Those who are not opting for MMGGRY shall continue 1o get their ration as per

existing mechanism and price. Beneficiaries will be able to exercise option in the beginning of

every financial year,
Implememation of the MMGGRY sclieme will be done in two singes,

. Stage-1: Delhi State Civil Supplies Corporation Lid (DSCSC) has been engaged as the
inplementation wnd monitoring agency for Stage-1 and is entrusted with the empanelment
of mullers/processing units, who shall carry out the lifting of foodgraing (Wheat and Rice)
from FCI godowns, transporting to their dedicated milling units, where i would be
Milled/processed, packed and then transported fo the desipnated Fair Price Shops for

doorstep delivery of ration to the end beneficiaries. ,

The DSCSC Ltd will empanel Millers who shall selup and operate milling and processing
units for MMGGRY Scheme. These Millers will be responsible for lifting and
transportation of commodities (Wheat and Rice) from FCI podown 1o these dedicated
milling and processing units, The Millers/Processing Units shall store, clean and grind the
wheal using only the stone (chakki) mills to make Whest Flour (Atta), Similarly, the Rice
shall be cleaned of all impurities like straws, jute bug thread, dust ete. The Wheat Flour
(Afts) and clean Rice shall be packed using standard quality of packaging material and
shall have the name of mill, baich no., date of manufacturing, expiry (best before) date,
dnd all mandatory information on each packet. These packed Commodities shall be then
delivered at the Fair Price Shops of DCCWS for further distribution to the doorstep n[‘;ﬂ*-:

ii.  Stage-2: Delhi Consumer's Co-aperative Wholesale Store 1td (DCCWS) has been engaged
with the responsibility of setling up of Fair Price Shops seross various districts of Delhi.
Further, it shall empanel Direet 1o Home Delivery (DHDY) agencics for delivering the
packaged commadities to the doorstep of the end beneficiaries ffom DCCWS associated
Fair Price Shops, I
The DCCWS shall empanel Direet to Home Delivery Agencies who shull be responsible

for lifting the packed rations from Fair Price Shops and deliver the same to doorstep of
beneficiaries, '

The DHD Agency shall notify the beneficiary in advance through SMS. The packed
ration. shall be handed over to the beneficiary only after histher successful biometric
uuilhuntiunﬁun using the e-POS device. An e-POD (Proof of Delivery) shall be captured
for records. The mtipn card holders may draw their full entitlements of food graing

(packed rations) in more than one instalment,

There will be provision of a grievance management system to enable the beneficiaries of
MMOGGRY 10 raise their grievances related to the scheme. A call centre for beneficiaries is also
envisuged under the scheme, The DHD Agency shall also carry out beneficiary reach ow

progrummes  from time to time and provide varions scheme related information to the
heneficiaries, l

To ensure transparency and to prevent leakage/diversion/substitution/theft etc., the scheme shall
be monitored closely by the Department. The entire operation from lifting of food grains from
FCL, milling, packaging till the delivery of packaged commodities to the beneficiary shall be
carried out under CCTV monitoring, and the transportation of commodities shall be done in GPS
Gtted vehicles.
