Comm./DD/ (CPU)/DWCD/2010/6746-773.—In exercise of the powers conferred by
Section 68 of the Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Act, 2000 (56 of 2000), the Lt. Governor of National
Capital Territory of Delhi, hereby makes the rules to amend the Delhi Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children)
Rules, 2009 as follwoing, namely :—

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These rules shall be called the Delhi Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection
of Children) Amendments Rules, 2010.

(2) They shall come into force on the date of their publication in the Delhi Gazette.

2. In the Delhi Juvenile Justice (Care and Protection of Children) Rules, 2009 thereinafter referred to as this said
Rules in rule 24, after sub-rule (6), the following sub-rule shall be inserted, namely :—

“(7) 'The Child Welfare Committee Chairperson/Members shall be allowed half day sitting i.e. minimum of
3 hours on any working day occasionally with permission of the chairperson and they shall be paid
Rs. 500 only for such sitting,
3. In the said Rules, in rule 26 for sub-rule (1 ) the following shall be substituted, namely :—

“(1) The quorum for the meeting shall be two members attending, which may include the Chairperson or
officiating Chairperson. The officiating Chairperson for the second sitting of the Committee shall be
nominated by the Chairperson.” *

4. In the said rule in Form No. IV (Social Investigation Report) and X (Order of Short Term Placement Pending
Inquiry), the following column shall be incorporated :—

E.D.E. 4(6)(260)/E.IV/2005/7600.—In exercise of the powers conferred by the proviso to Article 309 of the
Constitution read with the Government of India, Ministry of Home Affairs Notification No. F.27/59-Him (1), dated the
13th July, 1959, and in supersession of this Government’s Notification No. F. 27/2/92-Edn.11 50-56, dated the 1st June, 1993,

the Lt. Governor of the National Capital Territory of Delhi hereby makes the following rules regulating the method of

recruitment to the post of Assistant Teacher (Nursery) in the Directorate of Education, Government of National Capital
Territory of Delhi, namely :—

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These rules may be called the Directorate of Education, Assistant Teacher

(Nursery) Recruitment Rules, 201 1.
(2) They shall come into force with effect from the date of their publication in the Delhi Gazette.

2. Number of posts, classification and scale of pay.—The number of the said post, its classification and the scale
of pay attached thereto shall be as specified in columns (2) to (4) of the Schedule annexed to these rules.
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3. Method of recruitment, age-limit, qualifications, etc.—The method of recruitment to the said post, age-limit,
qualifications and other matters connected therewith, shall be as specified in columns (5) to (13) of the said Schedule.

4. Disqualiﬁcaitions.— No person,—
(a) Who has entered into or contracted a marriage with a person having a spouse Iiviﬁg; or
(b) Who having a spouse living, has entered into or contracted a marriage with a person,
shall be eligible for appointment to the said post :
Provided that the Government may, if satisfied that such marriage is permissible under the personal law applicable
to such person and the other party to the marriage and that there are other grounds for so doing, exempt any person from

the operation of this rule.

5. Power to relax.—Where the Government is of the opinion that it is necessary or expedient so to do, it may, by
order and for reasons to be recorded in writing, relax any of the provisions of these rules with respect to any class or
category of persons. :

6. Saving.—Nothing in these rules shall affect reservations, relaxation of age-limit and other concessions required
to be provided for the Scheduled Castes, the Scheduled Tribes, and other special categories of persons in accordance with
the orders issued by the Central Government from time to time in this regard.
