1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These rules
may be called the Delhi Bharatiya Chikitsa Parishad
(Amendment) Rules, 2012.

(2) They shall come in to force on the date of their
publication in the Delhi Gazette.

2. Amend of Rule 9.—In the Delhi Bharatiya Chikitsa

Parishad Rules, 2000 in rule 9 for sub-rule (1), the following
rule shall be substituted, namely :—

“(1) (@ The postofRegistrar shall be permanent and
shall be in the basic pay scale equivalent to

the basic pay scale of Senior Medical Officer
in Government of National Capital Territory
of Delhi. The Registrar shall be a full time
Chief Executive Officer of the Parishad and
shall not do any other work except with the
permission of the Parishad. Any person on
his first appointment to a clear vacancy in
the office of Registrar shall be on probation
of one year.

(b) TheParishad shall appoint the Registrar and
the Registrar shall be the appointing authority
for all other appointments in the Parishad,

(c) The post of Registrar shall be filled up by the
Parishad through direct recruitment from
amongst suitable candidates having

~ minimum qualification of graduation in Indian
Systems of Medicine included in the Schedule
of Indian Medicine Central Council Act, 1970,
duly registered with the Delhi Bharatiya.
Chikitsa Parishad, with minimum of seven
years experience after graduation in
Government/Public Sector/Private Sector or
Practice, and with maximum age limit not
exceeding forty years on the date of
application. Candidates with minimum two
years working experience in any State/Central
Council of Indian Systems of Medicine shall
be given preference.”
